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The ongoing aggression and horrific violence being exacted by Russia on the nation of Ukraine has created a
humanitarian crisis. Moved by their plight, Fred and Maureen Wookey made a recommendation to our
Consistoq on how we can help. The Consistory approved their recommendation, and at the beginning of the
March 27" worship service, the Wookeys presented their appeal.

Many people wore the colors of the Ukrainian flag that day for worship, and, as a sign of solidarity, all stood
as Kat Bowman played the Ukrainian national anthem.

Fred and Maureen, through Vincent Mennonite Church near them, found out about Open Door Foundation
Ukraine and Smolin Ministries, a 501¢3 non-profit ministry. They are helping Ukrainian refugees with
housing, food, and spiritual care. For any amount up to $5,000, the Mennonite’s donation will be matched,
then matched two other times by the Mennonites, so that $5,000 will become $40,000 in aid to Ukraine.

Also, within our own church, the Deacons will match donations up to $3,000 through our Disaster Relief
Fund.
